Driscoll currently teaches fiction 
workshops in Pacific University’s low-residency MFA program.

Stephen Dunn is the author of fourteen collections of poetry, including What Goes 
On: Selected and New Poems 1995–2009 (W. W. Norton, 2009) and Different Hours, 
winner of the 2001 Pulitzer Prize in poetry. He has published nearly fifty poems in The 
Georgia Review over the past three decades.

Alice Friman’s new book of poetry, Vinculum, is forthcoming from Louisiana State 
University Press in 2011; her most recent volume is The Book of the Rotten Daugh-
ter (BkMk Press, 2006). Other new work has appeared in the journals Boundary 2, 
Shenandoah, and Field, as well as in the Best American Poetry 2009.

Gary Gildner has received the National Magazine Award in Fiction for a story in 
The Georgia Review, Pushcart prizes for fiction and nonfiction, and the Iowa Poetry 
Prize.

Anna Solomon is a graduate of the Iowa Writers’ Workshop and a resident of Brook-
lyn. Her story “Lotto,” first published in The Georgia Review (Summer 2006), received 
a Pushcart Prize in 2008. Other fiction has appeared in One Story, Harvard Review, 
Shenandoah, and Alaska Quarterly Review; her nonfiction has appeared in the New 
York Times Magazine.
